First, install the telephone line filters. Thediis will help keep the DSL signal from interfering
with your voice signal and vice versa. Without fitters, voice calls may be noisy and DSL
service may not work at afilters are necessary for each phone jack in currdty in use on
the same line as the DSL service (same phone numpérhis includes phones, answering
machines, satellite receivers, fax machines, éfterg are not needed on unused phone jacks.

Next, take a moment or two to get familiar with 8L modem/router. The following images
should match the equipment provided, but may vightdy.

1.“Line” (Telephone) Jack
2.USB Port Not used
3.Power switch

(Not present on all models)

Connect the router as follows:
1. Connect a telephone cable from thee jack on the router to a telephone wall jack.
It is preferable to connect the line through a sysgptector if one is available.
2. Connect the AC adapter cord to tt2V port, and plug the adapter into a power outlet.
3. Connect the Ethernet cable (usually yellow) toElfigernet port on the back of the
router, and to the back of your computer.

As the router starts up, the DSL light will blinlowly as it tries to find a signal on the line. &ift
a short time (usually around 30 seconds) the lightlink slightly faster as it tries to
synchronize with the equipment at the other encteQhe modem/router is “in sync” the DSL
light will be solid green and should stay that way.

If the DSL light does not stop blinking, there aeyeral different reasons this could happen.

1. DSL Service is not yet active on the line.
Check with HPC to see if DSL has been provisionethe telephone line.

2. Filters are not installed properly or are not presat on every phone.
If you do not have enough filters, you can tempgbranplug the additional telephones
or devices to see if the modem will sync. If it dpebtain and install additional filters.

3. There may be a problem with the inside telephone wng.
A problem with the inside wiring can be checkednyyng to plug the router into another
phone jack, using only the telephone line and pawabie. If possible, you can also try to
plug the router into the NID (grey box outside whthre telephone line enters the house).

4. There may be a problem with the DSL modem/router.
You may bring the DSL modem/router back to HPCawehit tested.

5. There may be a problem with the telephone line.
If the modem/router will not sync, your line hasherovisioned, and it is past your due
date, HPC can report the problem and have a tetepliee technician check the wiring
between your house and the phone switch.

Last, check the PC to be sure it is set to comnat@iover the network instead of a dial-up
connection.
